REVISE THE EXISTING FIRE ALARM AUDIBLE SYSTEM
SO THAT THE EXISTING AMPLIFIERS SERVING TWO
FLOORS ARE REVISED TO SERVE ONE FLOOR FOR
EACH AMPLIFIER. PROVIDE TWO NEW ADDITIONAL
AMPLIFIERS ONE FOR EACH OF THE OTHER FLOORS
FOR A TOTAL OF FOUR AMPLIFIERS. REWORK THE
EXISTING WIRING AS REQUIRED. THE NEW AMPLIFIERS
