Any interested supplier must demonstrate by way of a statement of 
capabilities, ability to undertake the following tasks: 
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1. Provide the required services at Centre 10, Calgary in NEB’s leased office premises still 
under warranty; 

2. Provide move, add or remove electrical voice and data services throughout the premises 
occupied by NEB; 

3. Provide any additional infrastructure necessary to meet the objective. 
4. Provide assessments of the electrical capacity of the NEB facilities for the purpose of 

expanding infrastructure. 
 

4. Applicability of the trade agreement(s) to the procurement 
 

 This procurement is not subject to any trade agreement(s) 
 

5. Justification for the Pre-Identified Supplier 
The Contractor, CE, is suggested because: 

i. it is approved by the office premise lessor;
