Refugees face shattered lives and often make 
dangerous voyages in search of refuge. In the 
20th century, Canada had a mixed record in 
welcoming refugees, reacting generously to 
some while overlooking others. Today, an 
estimated 65.6 million people are forced to 
flee their homes because of fear and violence. 

In the time it took you to read this, another 
20 people were forced from their homes.

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Fear
Fear is central to the experience of refugees. It is 
also a key part of the United Nations’ definition of 
a refugee as a person who is driven from their 
country by “a well-founded fear of being 
persecuted.”  

Fear can result from a sudden crisis like civil war 
or invasion, or a more gradual, insidious buildup 
of events. Persecution may involve direct violence, 
but can also mean loss of freedom and human 
rights.

Peur
La peur est au centre de l’expérience des réfugiés. 
Elle fait aussi partie intégrante de la définition 
d’un réfugié par l’Organisation des Nations Unies 
soit une personne forcée de quitter son pays en 
raison d’une « peur bien fondée d’être persécutée 
».

La peur peut découler d’une crise soudaine, 
comme une guerre civile ou une invasion, ou 
d’une accumulation plus graduelle et insidieuse 
d’événements. La persécution peut impliquer de 
la violence directe, mais peut aussi signifier la 
perte des libertés et droits de la personne.

Displacement
Displaced from home, refugees face an uncertain 
and often dangerous existence. Hard decisions 
must be made about survival, returning home, or 
fleeing precarious temporary shelter to yet 
another country, sometimes as unwelcome 
residents.
