Question 17. If we must become suppliers to participate: Do all team members have to be suppliers
prior to participation? Or is it only the team lead that needs to be on the supplier’s list at this time?

Answer 17: Should a team succeed to Phase 2 and become a finalist, the Team Lead would be required
to register as a supplier with PCH.



Question 18: Is there a maximum page count, beyond what is specified (ie. 2 pages for letter of interest,
2 pages max per CV, 3 project per team member at 2 pages max per project)? In particular, | am
wondering if we would be allowed to place full size images throughout the proposal submission and not
have it be counted as a deduction from either CV or project sheets. These would take up 75% of a page
or be 2 page spreads.

Answer 18: Images must integrated within the descriptions of Previous Work as stipulated in section 9
of the RFQ.

Question 19: We have a sculpture project we'd like to include that is recently completed
(built/fabricated) but is awaiting site installation. Can this be included as part of the 'built projects'?

Réponse 19: Tel que stipulé dans la description de Travaux antérieurs a la page 13, il est attendu que les
exemples de travaux antérieurs soient des projets batis. Bien que les soumissions qui comportent des
projets en cours de réalisation seront admissibles a des fins d’évaluation, le jury pourrait prendre en
compte le statut de ces projets dans leur évaluation globale des Travaux antérieurs.

Answer 19: Per the description of the Previous Work criteria on page 13, examples of previous work are
expected to be built projects. While submissions that contain projects-in-progress will still be considered
eligible for evaluation, jurors may consider the status of these projects in their overall evaluation of the
Previous Work criteria.

Question 20: | am enquiring about a potential conflict of interest and would like clarification on the
matter. We have a Standing Offer with one of the Departments that administers this RFQ. Based on RFQ
section 7.0 Eligibility, would we be in a conflict of interest for this design competition?
