Canada set to become just second country to have 
astronaut fly around the moon 

Humans are once again planning a trip to the moon, and this time, a Canadian will be on board. 
On December 16, Navdeep Bains, Minister of Innovation, Science and Industry, announced the 
Canadian Space Agency (CSA) and NASA have signed the Gateway Treaty, a historic 
agreement that confirms Canada’s participation in the next major international collaboration in 
space exploration, the planned Lunar Gateway space station. 
Under this treaty, Canada will make history as just the second country to have an astronaut 
journey to deep space and fly around the Moon during the Artemis II mission, the first crewed 
mission to the moon since 1972, the launch of which is planned for 2023. 
The Treaty also confirms a second flight for a Canadian astronaut to the Lunar Gateway—a 
planned space station in lunar orbit, which will be about one-sixth of the size of the International 
Space Station. 
“This is a significant moment in Canada’s space history. The Canada–U.S. Gateway Treaty takes 
Canada to the Moon for the first time. Our country will collaborate with the most advanced space 
organizations in the world on cutting-edge science and technology for the benefit of humankind,” 
Bains said in a news release. 
“As Canada joins the U.S. and other international partners in this great adventure, our continued 
leadership in space robotics will be a source of national pride—and all eyes will look to the sky as 
one of our astronauts becomes the first Canadian to travel around the Moon,” he continued. 
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Canadian astronaut to join NASA lunar missions 
through new agreement 

A Canadian astronaut will be part of a series of NASA missions intended to bring humans back 
to the surface of the Moon. 
The astronaut will be given two opportunities to join the Artemis missions as part of an agreement 
between NASA and the Canadian Space Agency (CSA). 
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Artemis is the name given to a program encompassing several lunar-based objectives, including 
putting a small station in orbit around the Moon and landing people on the lunar surface. 
The agreement between the two countries will see Canada provide a next-generation robotic arm 
— the Canadarm3 — onboard the station, which will be called the Lunar Gateway. 
“Canada was the first international partner to commit to advancing the Gateway in early 2019, 
they signed the Artemis Accords in October, and now we’re excited to formalize this partnership 
for lunar exploration,” said NASA administrator Jim Bridenstine. 
The CSA will also provide robotic interfaces for two modules on the Gateway station. 
In return, NASA will provide two opportunities for Canadian astronauts to crew Artemis missions: 
one to the Gateway and one on Artemis II, a crewed mission on an Orion spacecraft. 
Artemis II will perform a slingshot maneuver around the Moon, using the gravity of the earth’s only 
natural satellite to retrieve data for mission planning and system performance for NASA’s eventual 
moon landing. 
“This is a significant moment in Canada’s space history,” said Navdeep Bains, Minister of 
Innovation, Science and Industry. 
“All eyes will look to the sky as one of our astronauts becomes the first Canadian to travel around 
the Moon.” 
Canadian candidates for Artemis II, scheduled to launch in 2023, have not yet been announced. 
18 American astronauts have been announced by NASA as candidates to take part in the Artemis 
missions. Half of them are women, signalling the U.S. intent to achieve another space exploration 
milestone by putting the first woman on the Moon. 
NASA is also partnering with the European Space Agency (ESA) on the Gateway station, which 
will be approximately one-sixth the size of the International Space Station. 
Gateway will serve as a research station, launch point for landers, and potential transfer point for 
deeper exploration, such as missions to Mars.

Canada is going to the moon! 

In 2023, Canada will become only the second country in history to have an astronaut travel in 
deep space along with the U.S. 
In a deal called the Gateway Treaty announced yesterday by federal Innovation, Science and 
Industry Minister Navdeep Bains, a Canadian astronaut will be onboard NASA’s ‘Artemis II’ 
mission to the moon. 
In a press release yesterday Bains said, “This is a significant moment in Canada’s space history. 
The Canada–U.S. Gateway Treaty takes Canada to the Moon for the first time. Our country will 
collaborate with the most advanced space organizations in the world on cutting-edge science and 
technology for the benefit of humankind. As Canada joins the U.S. and other international partners 
in this great adventure, our continued leadership in space robotics will be a source of national 
pride – and all eyes will look to the sky as one of our astronauts becomes the first Canadian to 
travel around the Moon.” 
NASA will first conduct a test mission of the Orion spacecraft to orbit the moon (Artemis i) and 
then a manned lunar orbital mission in 2023 with a Canadian as part of the crew. There are 
currently four possible candidates for the mission, Canadian Space Agency astronauts Jeremy 
Hansen, David Saint-Jacques, Joshua Kutryk and Jenni Sidey-Gibbons the latter two are 
recent astronaut graduates. Saint-Jacques is the only one of the current group who has been to 
space as a member aboard the International Space Station in 2018-19. 
A Canadian will also be aboard a subsequent mission to a future lunar orbital station called “Lunar 
Gateway”. This station will be much smaller that the International Space Station orbiting the Earth 
but will also be used as a science laboratory, test-bed for new technologies and as a base for 
landings and exploration of the moon, and then potentially as a base for a Mars mission. 
The deal between Canada and the U.S. comes after a commitment by Canada to supply robotics 
to the project such as a Canadarm 3 which will be used to first help build and then maintain the 
orbiting station. Canada committed $22.8 million for the remote arm which will have the capability 
through artificial intelligence (AI) to conduct maintenance even when the station is not manned. 
Canada had pledged cooperation for the Artemis missions in March 2019.

How many bars of cellphone reception can an astronaut get on the moon? 
That may sound like the setup to a joke or a riddle, but it’s essentially the question a team of 
scientists at Simon Fraser University and the University of Colorado are working on.

SFU’s PolyLAB for Advanced Collaborative Networking is now doing some of that work at its 
Exploration Wireless Communications testbed at Vancouver’s Harbour Centre, in collaboration 
with the Canadian Space Agency and Nokia.

First the moon, then Mars 
For the first time ever, a Canadian astronaut will be heading to the moon. 
On Dec. 16, Canada signed an agreement with the United States called the Gateway Treaty, 
confirming that a Canadian astronaut will orbit the moon in NASA’s 2023 Artemis II mission. 
That means they will be getting close to the moon and going around it but not landing on it. 
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Here are five reasons why the Artemis II mission and future missions in the Artemis program will 
be historic. 
1. First Canadian astronaut to orbit the moon 
Although no one in the upcoming 2023 mission will land on the moon, it will mark the first time a 
Canadian astronaut orbits the moon on a spaceflight. 
Only one of four Canadian astronauts will be chosen for the mission, but no one has been selected 
yet. 
The upcoming 2023 mission is part of a larger program called the Lunar Gateway project. 
The goal of the project is to eventually build a new space station above the moon’s surface to 
allow astronauts to explore the moon and learn more about extraterrestrial lands. 
The newly signed agreement also calls for a second flight for a Canadian astronaut to that future 
space station. 
3. It’s the first crewed moon mission in 50 years 
The Apollo missions of the late 1960s and early ’70s marked the first time a human stepped foot 
on another planetary body and the last time a crew was sent to the moon. 
Due to funding cuts over the years, no human crew has been back. 
This will be the first time since then that a crew of humans heads back to our lunar neighbour. 
4. Next step: a woman on the moon 
Although the 2023 mission will just be an orbit of the moon, NASA said that they hope to have 
humans land on the moon again by 2024 as part of a future Artemis mission.

One of those humans will be the first woman to land on the moon. 
NASA has not announced who it will be, but they’ve said it will be someone highly experienced 
who has experience on the ISS. 
5. Paving the way to Mars 
The whole point of NASA’s Artemis program is to get ready for the big leagues — getting humans 
to Mars. 
Until now, we’ve only been able to send robots and probes to the Red Planet, controlled by 
humans from a long distance. 
NASA hopes the Artemis program will help them learn about how to keep astronauts alive in 
space. 
Establishing a port on the moon will provide future spacecraft a touchdown point other than Earth, 
making deep-space travel easier.

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SpaceX scrubs Falcon 9 launch to assess second 
stage issue 

SpaceX scrubbed a Falcon 9 launch attempt Thursday to evaluate a “slightly high” pressure 
reading in the rocket’s upper stage liquid oxygen tank, and officials tentatively rescheduled the 
company’s final mission of the year for Friday morning. 
A sensor reading on the Falcon 9’s upper stage triggered an “auto-abort” at T-minus 1 minute, 53 
seconds, as SpaceX counted down to a planned liftoff from the Kennedy Space Center at 9:45 
a.m. EST (1445 GMT) Thursday. 
The Falcon 9 launch team reset the countdown clock to preserve the opportunity to try again to 
send the Falcon 9 rocket skyward before the end of Thursday’s three-hour launch window. In the 
end, officials decided to keep the rocket on the ground to allow more time to evaluate the potential 
problem on the upper stage. 
A top secret payload for the National Reconnaissance Office, the U.S. government’s spy satellite 
agency, is mounted on top of the Falcon 9 rocket. The mission, designated NROL-108, will be 
SpaceX’s 26th and final Falcon 9 flight of 2020, exceeding the company’s previous record of 21 
launches in a year in 2018.

Elon Musk, SpaceX’s founder and CEO, said engineers were assessing a “slightly high” pressure 
reading in the rocket’s upper stage liquid oxygen tank. 
“Standing down for today to inspect rocket,” Musk tweeted. “Hopefully launching tomorrow.” 
SpaceX lowered the Falcon 9 rocket horizontal at pad 39A Thursday evening, presumably to 
perform inspections on the second stage. The rocket will need to be raised vertical again overnight 
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if SpaceX proceeds with a launch attempt Friday, when the mission’s three-hour window opens 
at 9 a.m. EsT (1400 GMT).
