Questions-Remarks 
 

 
1-Although the mask is not mandatory in this facility, there are areas where physical distancing will be challenging. A 
way to considerably reduce risks could be to ask employees to wear a mask as soon as they walk into the building up 
to their work stations/work area.  This approach was proposed by 30 Victoria’s RBA and approved by all tenants. We 
would require to have TJ’s support. 
 
2-although most areas are spacious, there is furniture\equipement\shelving that create narrow corridors, do we 
want to post way finding in each space or trust that they will repect the 2 meter distance at all times? or wear a 
mask when physical distancing is chanlenging? 
 
3-Some solutions could be considered to promote physical distancing such as; employees could work on different 
schedules for example, employee #1 works on Mondays, Tuesday and Wednesday and employee #2 comes in on 
Thursday and Fridays.  An other example could be employee #1 works from 8 to 12 and employee #2 works from 12 
to 4.  
 
4-all collaborative areas will need to be revised and chairs to be removed in order to respect the 2 meter distance, 
or make the collab area not available?  
 
5-how do we plan on cleaning equipement that multiple employees use? Mobile shelvings for example? 
 
7-Are the portable eyewash station expired?  A tour to ensure they are not expired should be organized before 
returning to work. 
 
8-Once employees are back at the building, since only part of the workforce will return, we will need to ensure floor 
wardens and/or firstaid responders are available to cover each floor and/or each working shift if applicable. Also for 
the same reason, some employees might find themselves working for long periods of time in a isolated area, in 
these cases, it might be important to impliment a system to check on them from time to time. 
 
9-When onsite, I was able to;  
Ginette and I posted the basic PCPS signage at the entrance door, in washrooms and kitchens and also stairwells.  
(see the signage section bellow for reference, first 3 sections were posted)  
 
10-A maintenance on the tenant owned HVAC system should be considered before employees go back to the facility 
to ensure it is properly fonctioning and that filters are changed. 
 
11-Should we move forward with the one way trafic proposed on the main floor, an exit door would be required 
and in order to make it an exit, we will need to work with PSPC\Richcraft to adapt the alarm system.  By doing so, I 
think that a sign out station would be required since employees would sign in at the front desk and then would need 
to sign out at the exit point.
