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IMPORTANT NOTICE TO BIDDERS
TWO PHASE SELECTION PROCESS

This is the first phase (Phase 1) of a two-phase competition: the first phase will evaluate the
qualifications of all bidders; second phase (Phase 2) will invite the qualified bidders to provide a financial
bid on the project based on the specifications and drawings. Upon award of contract in Phase Two the
pre-qualification list will be terminated, no additional contracts will be awarded.

DEBRIEFING

Should a bidder desire a debriefing, the bidder should contact the person identified on the front page of
the Request for Qualifications within 15 working days of the natification of the results of the solicitation.
The debriefing will include an outline of the strengths and weaknesses of the submission, referring to the
evaluation criteria. The confidentiality of information relating to other submissions will be protected. The
debriefing may be provided in writing, by telephone or in person.

Phase 1 bid covers only the qualifications and experience of the
Bidder. Following the evaluation of the submissions, Bidders will be advised of their standings.
Pre-Qualified Bidder(s) will advance to Phase Two. Bidders will be sent via email an Invitation to
Tender (ITT) including the specification and drawings for the financial evaluation in relation to the
requirement.

Enquiries are to be made in writing and should be received no less than seven (7) working days
prior to the closing date to allow sufficient time to respond.

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APPENDIX 1 - DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT — STATEMENT OF WORK
Port Edward Float 837 & 816 Repairs - British Columbia (BC)

In general, work consists of repairs to the existing steel pipe breakwater float at Port Edward Small Craft
Harbour. Float repairs may include, but is not limited to, the installation of foam buoyancy floatation inside
the existing steel pipe breakwater, and the supply and installation of steel breakwater pipe connections.
Scope of work items include the following:

Mandatory Items:

1. Mobilization/demobilization
2. Install Float Buoyancy Billets
3. Supply and Install Bolted Pipe Connections

Optional Items:

4. Install Injection Foam Floatation
5. Supply of Foam Buoyancy Billets
6. Upgrade Buoyancy Billets to Plastic Encapsulated

Optional items are included in the evaluation of bids but may or may not be executed at the discretion of
the Owner.

Familiarization with site
