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PART 1 - GENERAL INFORMATION
1.1 Introduction

The bid solicitation is divided into seven parts plus attachments and annexes, as follows:
Part 1 General Information: provides a general description of the requirement;

Part 2 Bidder Instructions: provides the instructions, clauses and conditions applicable to the bid
solicitation;

1.2 Summary

The Courts Administration Service is seeking to establish a contract for the services of shredding and
disposal services as defined in Annex A, Statement of Work, for a period of one (1) year with an option to
extend by three (3) additional (1) year option periods.

7.13 Insurance Requirement
