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   iv. Site conditions and minimum site safety rules. 

 
3.1.4     Disciplinary Procedures for Safety Violations: 
 

3.1.4.1 It is recommended the Contractor have their own written disciplinary procedures for violation 

or non-compliance of work site safety rules and regulations. 

3.1.4.2 The Contractor must immediately address and correct any health and safety violations and 

non-compliance issues.  

 3.1.4.3 The Contractor must abide by disciplinary procedures applied by Fisheries and Oceans  

  Departmental Representative for non-compliance and safety violations must be as follows: 

      a) First Violation:     
 
      Verbal warning issued to the Contractor for the first violation of a safety regulation,  
             rules, policy and procedures. (Violation will be documented on contract file, copy to  
  Contractor and Fisheries and Oceans). 
 
      b) Second Violation:    
   
   Written warning to Contractor for second violation of a safety regulation, rules, policy  
   and procedures. (Violation will be documented on contract file, copy to Contractor  
   and Fisheries and Oceans). 
 
       c) Third Violation:  
 

A third violation of a safety regulation, rules, policy and procedures may result in the 

termination of the Contract with a recommendation to the Contracting Authority that the 

Contractor be denied access to future Standing Offer Agreements or Service Contracts 

(Documented to contract file, copies to Contractor and Fisheries and Oceans). 

     d)    Serious Violation:    
 

For a serious violation of a safety regulation, rules, policy and procedures as deemed by a 

Regulator, Project Manager or Safety Officer recommendation will be made to the 

Contracting Authority to immediately terminate the Standing Offer Agreements or Service 

Contracts . (Violation documented on contract file, copies to Contractor and Fisheries and 

Oceans). 

 
 
3.1.5 Safety Plan: 
 

3.1.5.1 The Contractor must provide upon award of Contract a copy of their company’s Occupational 

Health and Safety Policy and Program. It must meet the requirements of the Provincial 

Occupational Health and Safety Acts. The Departmental Representative must advise the 

Contractor where the Federal Standards apply. 
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3.1.5.2 The Contractor must perform upon award of Contract a site hazard assessments to establish 

site specific safe work practices and procedures for the safety and well being of their 

employees. Copies must be made available to Departmental Representative upon request. 

3.1.5.3 All copies of the formal Hazard Assessments conducted by the Contractor throughout the 

duration of the Work must be retained and made available to the Real Property immediately 

upon request. 

3.1.5.4 It is recommended the Contractor be familiar with all applicable Safety Acts, Regulations, 

Codes and contract requirements. These must be identified and addressed in the Safety 

Plan, by identifying Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) and safe work practices (SWP) 

which incorporate clear and specific control measures, applicable rules, procedures and 

practices, all of which must become mandatory. 

3.1.5.5 The Contractor must ensure all employees and authorized persons entering the work site are 

notified of and abide by the posted Safety Plan, Safety Rules, Procedures, Safe Work 

Practices and applicable  Safety  Acts, Regulations, and Codes. Any non- compliance 

person must be subject to disciplinary procedures. 

3.1.5.6 The Contractor must ensure that all applicable personal protective equipment (PPE) is used 

by employees . 

3.1.5.7 The Departmental Representative must coordinate arrangements for the Contractor to be 

briefed on site safety within fourteen (14) days of Contract award. 

3.1.6 Asbestos: 
 
             3.1.6.1 The Contractor must not use products containing fibrous asbestos materials within the 

confines of 1190 Westmount Rd. Sydney, Nova Scotia. 
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4.1  DISPOSAL OPERATIONS 

 

4.1.1 Disposal Operations: 

 

4.1.1.1 The Contractor must ensure the refuse is removed from the bulk containers to the                                                                                                       

collection vehicle by means of a mechanical lift method in such a way that no spill or litter remains. 

4.1.1.2 The Contractor must ensure that spillage is cleaned up as it occurs and in no case will 

spillage be left for a final cleaning. 

4.1.1.3 Once the bulk garbage has been removed, the Contractor must sweep the loading area free 

of any remaining paper and debris. 

4.1.1.4 The Contractor must ensure the loading area, parking area, etc., be left in a clean and tidy 

condition and to the satisfaction of the Real property manager.

site and install another container in its place.

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ANNEX D - INSURANCE CONDITIONS 

 

1. The Contractor must obtain Commercial General Liability Insurance, and maintain it in force 
throughout the duration of the Contract, in an amount usual for a contract of this nature, but for 
not less than $2,000,000 per accident or occurrence and in the annual aggregate. 

2. The Commercial General Liability policy must include the following:  

a. Additional Insured: Canada is added as an additional insured, but only with respect to 
liability arising out of the Contractor's performance of the Contract. The interest of 
Canada should read as follows: Canada, as represented by Public Works and 
Government Services Canada. 

b. Bodily Injury and Property Damage to third parties arising out of the operations of the 
Contractor. 

c. Products and Completed Operations: Coverage for bodily injury or property damage 
arising out of goods or products manufactured, sold, handled, or distributed by the 
Contractor and/or arising out of operations that have been completed by the Contractor.  

d. Personal Injury: While not limited to, the coverage must include Violation of Privacy, Libel 
and Slander, False Arrest, Detention or Imprisonment and Defamation of Character. 

e. Cross Liability/Separation of Insureds: Without increasing the limit of liability, the policy 
must protect all insured parties to the full extent of coverage provided. Further, the policy 
must apply to each Insured in the same manner and to the same extent as if a separate 
policy had been issued to each. 

f. Blanket Contractual Liability: The policy must, on a blanket basis or by specific reference 
to the Contract, extend to assumed liabilities with respect to contractual provisions. 

g. Employees and, if applicable, Volunteers must be included as Additional Insured. 

h. Employers' Liability (or confirmation that all employees are covered by Worker's 
compensation (WSIB) or similar program)  

i. Broad Form Property Damage including Completed Operations: Expands the Property 
Damage coverage to include certain losses that would otherwise be excluded by the 
standard care, custody or control exclusion found in a standard policy. 

j. Notice of Cancellation: The Contractor will provide the Contracting Authority thirty (30) 
days prior written notice of policy cancellation or any changes to the insurance policy. 

k. If the policy is written on a claims-made basis, coverage must be in place for a period of 
at least 12 months after the completion or termination of the Contract. 

l. Owners' or Contractors' Protective Liability: Covers the damages that the Contractor 
becomes legally obligated to pay arising out of the operations of a subcontractor. 
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m. Litigation Rights: Pursuant to subsection 5(d) of the Department of Justice Act, S.C. 
1993, c. J-2, s.1, if a suit is instituted for or against Canada which the Insurer would, but 
for this clause, have the right to pursue or defend on behalf of Canada as an Additional 
Named Insured under the insurance policy, the Insurer must promptly contact the 
Attorney General of Canada to agree on the legal strategies by sending a letter, by 
registered mail or by courier, with an acknowledgement of receipt.
