Testing Of Honey Samples For Adulteration With Foreign Sugars

2.
BACKGROUND

Honey adulterated with foreign sugars has been identified as an issue globally. Testing by the Canadian Food Inspection Agency (CFIA) using stable isotope ratio analysis has shown cases of honey adulteration with C4 sugars.  The CFIA has identified a need for nuclear magnetic resonance (NMR) profiling to examine the potential for honey adulteration with C3 sugars.  

Results from baseline testing carried out in 2018-19 indicated a high level of non-compliance in honey composition. The CFIA is expanding the testing program to gather data to measure the effects and inform decisions regarding longer term monitoring needs.

The CFIA requires conformance to ISO/IEC 17025 General requirements for the competence of testing and calibration laboratories as a basic standard for the acceptability of laboratories carrying out testing under its mandate.
