The period of the contract is from 29" May 2023 to 26" April 2024 (48 weeks)
5.2 Maximum duration of contracts

A contract awarded under the THS for the NCR supply arrangement must not exceeds 48 consecutive
weeks including all absences.

On an exceptional basis only, a contract may be amended to extend the duration of an assignment
period up to a maximum of 24 consecutive weeks beyond the limit of 48 consecutive weeks (example
total extended duration must not exceed 72 consecutive weeks) on the condition that the following
requirements are met:

6.0 Authorities

12.0 Discretionary audit - non-commercial goods and/or services
